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Personal, Social and Emotional Development 





Daily/Weekly Learning Opportunities


Jigsaw Lessons take place each week.


Expectations will continue to be modelled by all adults throughout the day.  


Independence will be supported and encouraged with a progressive development through out the year. Challenges and “risks” will be developed throughout the year and increasing complexity. This is turn will develop resilience and perseverance in other areas of learning


Child-initiated provision- children will choose, play and put away activities. They with use the provision to demonstrate their knowledge and understanding from teaching inputs. E.g. Intent – what am going to use/do/show? Implementation – What it looks like/actively doing, impact – what have I learnt? How do I feel about it? What can I do next?  


Building friendships and relationships with new adults – established through clear routines of the day


Children will be active in their learning within the provision, facilitated by the staff through high quality interactions which develop from direct teaching inputs 


Children be confident in different situations and environments


Resources will be used to support children’s interest and support in child led initiative. 


Develop an awareness of others feelings and needs. Adult will support sharing and model how to resolve a conflict. Positive, effective, play and co-operation will be modelled by adults at all times. Adults will encourage ‘talk’ so that children verbalise their needs/wants etc more clearly and effectively


Encourage sharing/turn taking/others needs - understanding of why it is important and how do you feel about it? 


Sustain interest within their activities for a period of time through guidance of staff and through understanding of provision – Adults will model how to use provision. Using questioning and prompts. 


E.g. – How do you feel today? Why is that? What would make it better? Let’s work together to solve this. How can you help …..? What could you do to support them? Could you try…..?








Self-Regulation/Managing self/Building Relationships


See themselves as valuable individuals – talk about themselves with confidence, know what their strengths and weaknesses are and have understanding that they are special and important


Build constructive and respectful relationships – build relationships with new peers and adults in the classroom, use greetings and manners, involve themselves in play and talk with others appropriately


Express their feelings and consider the feelings of others – can show a level of self-awareness about their emotions and why they feel a certain way. Show compassion in a loving and caring way


Show resilience and perseverance in the face of challenge/change – begin to establish new routines and familiarity with new staff and setting


Identify and moderate own feelings emotionally and socially – respond to events in an increasingly mature way, sharing/listening to others/ kind and considerate/ compassionate


Increased managing of their own needs: toileting/washing hands/putting coats on/choosing own snack/tidying away after themselves











Communication and Language  
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Daily/ Weekly Learning Opportunities


New Vocabulary


Children will have daily sharing of books, discussing their opinions of text, their likes/dislikes, describe the events to show their understanding - How do you know? What do you know? Can you tell me…?


Children will be supported with their listening skills by adults who will use clear language and uses phrases such as “Please stop and listen” – model full sentences, correct pronunciation


Adults to model expectations at the start of every lesson “Magnet eyes on me. My turn your turn.”


Vocabulary will be extended. Unfamiliar words and concepts will be explained by adults; ensuring that children have understood.  Learning journey will note new vocabulary which can be signposted. Word of the day book and dojo points if new vocabulary is used “Vocabulary means new words. How can you use this vocabulary in a sentence?” 


Staff will question children to gain a more in-depth description and develop detail “Why have you chosen the word __? Is there a word you can use instead?”


Children will be provided with a language rich environment by sharing books and activities with adults and peers. Children will be encouraged to talk about what is happening and give their own ideas. High quality picture books will be used to support more complex form of language. E.g. “Excuse me, I’m hungry. Do you think I could have some tea?” 


The curiosity approach and a wealth of interesting things to investigate will fully support a language rich environment. “Why is this happening?” “Why does it move this way?” “How could you use this?”


Learning opportunities and experiences will be planned around high-quality texts, which in turn will support vocabulary, creativity and their play


Adults will continually model grammatically accurate sentences, not correction but modelling. 


Adults will expand children’s phrases.  E.g. “going out shopping”, “Yes, … is going out shopping”. 


Adults will model language that promotes thinking. “I wonder…” “I wonder what will happen if…”. 


“I feel…. because adults will model extended sentences to support vocabulary. 


Adults will support during teaching inputs to ensure children are involved in and clear on the learning intentions and expectations.


Children will take part in a Christmas nativity.

Physical Development 
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Daily Learning Opportunities


Children will have weekly timetables Bee Active sessions. Staff will actively participate in the sessions and be facilitators, intervene for the development of the children and encourage resilience and perseverance through positive praise


Outdoor and indoor provision will be well planned, staff will see in the moment opportunities in both to develop the children’s skills – offer challenges, encouragement, play-based activities to develop well planned e.g build a bonfire, use the outdoor shed for the nativity. 


E.g. Do you think you could do this for long? What about balancing on the other leg? Why don’t you have another go but this time try…? Let’s play a game of… using our different movements? How could we use this equipment to help us?


Staff will model gross and fine skills and whilst promoting independence see this time as guidance e.g. correctly positioning scissors/pencils in tripod grip


Adults will discuss feelings and emotions; they will develop supportive relationships with the children. They will know each child’s needs and individual plans, they will seek to emotionally develop the child through discussion, model behaviours etc. How are you feeling today? Can you show me/tell me? DO you want to talk about it? How can I help you? Would you like to talk to me or someone else about it? It’s ok to feel that way but why don’t we try and turn it around? Do you think we could help a friend feel better today? Can you support… they are feeling a little …? Let me show you first and then see if you can ‘fill someone’s bucket’.


Children will be explicitly led initially in developing their understanding and knowledge about expectations and routines. Staff will allow for this and demonstrate how to follow these correctly but they will also have high expectations.


 





PD – Gross Motor Skills – Fine Motor Skills





Gross Motor Skills


Revise and refine the fundamental movement of skills they have already acquired such as rolling, crawling, walking, jumping, running, hopping, climbing, skipping, climbing


Progress towards a more fluent style of moving, with developing control and grace.


Develop overall body strength, coordination, balance and agility needed to engage successfully with future physical disciplines


Confidently and safely use a range of large and small apparatus indoors and outdoors, alone and in a group


Further develop and refine a range of ball skills including: throwing, catching, kicking, passing, batting and aiming








Fine Motor Skills


Develop the foundations of a handwriting style which is fast, accurate and effective (tripod grip, formation style)


Develop their small motor skills so that they can use a range of tools (pencils, paintbrushes, scissors, knives, forks and spoons)








Health and Wellbeing


Know and talk about factors that support their overall health and wellbeing – Feelings and managing emotions


Further develop the skills they need to manage the school day successfully – lining up, personal hygiene, mealtimes, queuing – routines of Reception (provision and timetable)











Literacy 
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L – Word Reading


Read individual letters by saying the sounds for them


Blend sounds into words, so that they can read short words made up of known letter-sound correspondences


Read a few common exception words matched with the school’s phonics programme


Read some letter groups that represent one sound. 


 





Daily Learning Opportunities


Text focus 


Daily RWInc being brought into the classroom, what sounds can you see? Can we bend these sounds together? Encourage independence alongside good modelling. 


RWI interventions with children who need it.


Encourage use of freeze and phonics area


Flash common exception words at every opportunity – deliver in the moment intervention.


Pinny time and fred games


Children to be encouraged to form their name using good pencil grip (tripod) and to form the letters in the right direction with an increasingly consistent size “What letter comes first in your name? What do we need at the start of a name?”


Identify children with poorer letter/sound correspondence and use initiative as to delivering intervention and support


Encourage children to discuss what they have/ are reading – who is the main character? What do you think will happen next? How will this story end? Can you find me your favourite part and explain why you like it? Have you learnt a new word that you didn’t know before? DO you know what it means? Shall we find out?


Encourage children to read phonetically matched books in the provision – shall we read a story? Can you read to me and then I will read to you?


Encourage reading for pleasure- change books available regularly. What is you favourite story? What book have you see that you would like to read?


Instil a love of reading with the children where they engage in story times as a whole class, small group and even 1:1


Celebration cards and envelopes in the writing area “Why are writing a card? Who are you writing to?” 


Weaving magic writing books, to encourage independent writing in the provision. 


Squiggle whilst you wiggle daily.


Dough disco intervention. 


Introduction message centre in the writing area and real life writing opportunities. 








L – Comprehension


Re-read books to build up their confidence in word reading, their fluency and their understanding and enjoyment











L – Writing


Form lower case and capital letters correctly


Spell words by identifying sounds and then writing the sound with letters


Re read what they have written to check in makes sense. 





Mathematics 
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Daily/Weekly Learning Opportunities


Encourage counting within the provision at different opportunities that present themselves e.g. lining up, counting out pieces of fruit, counting self-registration etc.


Encourage careful counting, touching the object or moving it when counted.


Use loose parts and other resources within the provision – model counting, pattern making etc and ask the children question to engage them in the learning opportunity presented e.g. I wonder how many I have in total here? Can you find out for me? I’ve made a pattern – what will come next? Have I done it correctly? Can you make a pattern/correct my pattern/continue it?


Use number flashcards regularly so that children become familiar with the representation and match this to their cardinality


Talk about ‘Maths’ within the provision – example “Oh what a great tower you have built, you have used cubes and cuboids. What shape are you going to use next?”


Link Maths to real life – role play e.g. four people need four plates, four cups, four bowls etc. Discuss the ‘Maths’ here, ‘Oh look 1+1+1+1=4’ Can you see 4 in a different way? (3+1 or 2+2)


What can you see? (subitise) Show me what you can see?


How many ways can you make number…….? Are there any other possibilities?


Encourage Mastery – can you show me? How do you know? Prove it!


What can you tulle me about this shape? Can you use other shapes to make your shape?


How many sides, vertices, edges does you shape have?


Describe the shape to the children can they recall which shape it is based on the clues? How did they know? What gave them the answer?

M-Shape/Space

Daily/Weekly Learning Opportunities


Children will be given the opportunity to explore their own local area. A walk around school and then into the wider area around Langdale. (seasonal) “How have the trees changed? Why do we need to wear more clothes in the winter?”


Children will have access to their outdoor area and will be encouraged to explore the natural world around them.  


Children’s attention will be drawn to the weather using our daily weather report in the morning. 


Children will be given opportunity to explore seasonally appropriate loose parts. For example, snow, twigs, ice. “Why have all the leaves come off?” “How does snow feel?”


Children will have circle time to discuss people who have different beliefs and who celebrate times in different ways. For example Diwali, Christmas, Chinese new year, wedding. Opportunities for role play and guest speakers. Walk to the church. “How do people celebrate?” “What celebrations are there?” “Why do people celebrate?” “How do you celebrate?” 


Children will look at pictures of Christmases and bonfire nights from the past and will compare how they are similar and different. “Why do we celebrate Christmas?” “Why do we have bonfire night?”  “How are they different to now?” “Can you explain what you can see that is the same?”


Non fiction text will be made available and read to the children.


Have our own bonfire using the fire pit. 











UW – People, Culture and Communities - Past and Present





 


Understand that some places are special

Expressive Arts and Design 
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Daily Learning Opportunities





Adults will model imaginative play and include and encourage children to join in and add ideas “I am making a birthday cake, what do I need?”


Children are provided with a wide range of props for play which encourage imagination for example birthday decorations and Christmas decorations. “How could I decorate this tree? Why do you think there is a star on the tree?”


Children will listen to a wide range of music including music from different cultures and genres for example Diwali dancing, different Christmas hymns.  “Do you like Diwali dancing? How is this music different?” “How could you change your dance to make it better?”


Listening attentively will be taught as an explicit skill for example through fred talk during our phonics lessons and listening to stories.


Adults will model how to listen attentively and how to discuss music. For example, ‘I think that…’ ‘I like/dislike that piece because…’


Children will be given plenty of opportunity to discuss their responses to music with their peers and to create their own pieces individually and as a group “Which piece of music was your favourite? Why was it your favourite? How did it make you feel?”


Children will be provided with a range of small world materials so that they are able to develop their own storylines. “Who is this character? Why do they feel this way? What might happen next?”


Books will be readily available so that children can use these to develop their own complex stories. “How can you change the ending of the story? What if the character didn’t do ___? How would it change the story?” 


Adults will encourage the children to develop storylines in their pretend play through questioning e.g. ‘ what happened next?’ ‘Who is in your story?’.


Children will be provided with a range of materials to construct with. These will be readily available to access encourage working as a group to create. “Can you plan your construction? Who will build which part?”


Children will be taught how to use different techniques for joining materials, such as how to use adhesive tape and different sorts of glue. “Which do you think will work best and why?”


A variety of materials will be readily available for children to choose and use. 


All Children will take part in the Christmas performance. 








EAD – Being Imaginative and Expressive
