o Vowels are the letters ‘a’, ‘e’, ‘i’, ‘0, ‘U’, all other letters are consonants.
o Syllables are the beats in word: do (1 beat), do-ing (2 beats), un-do-ing (3 beats).
e Every syllable must contain a vowel or a ‘y’: un-do-ing.
e Sometimes the vowel in a particular syllable is not heard or stressed.
e An affix is a letter or letters added to the start or end of a word to change its meaning.
