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1. Purpose
This policy outlines the safe and appropriate use of mobile phones, smartwatches, and other electronic devices within the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) at Langdale Primary School. It aims to safeguard children and ensure staff remain fully engaged during contact time.
2. Scope
This policy applies to all staff, volunteers, parents, carers, and visitors within EYFS settings.
3. Staff Guidelines
- Personal mobile phones and smartwatches must be stored securely during working hours.
- Devices capable of messaging, calls, or image capture must not be worn or used during contact time.
- Staff may access personal devices only during designated breaks in child-free areas.
- In emergencies, staff may request access to their phone with permission from the EYFS lead.
4. Use of Electronic Devices
- Only school owned devices may be used to take photographs or videos of children.
- Written parental consent must be obtained for image use.
- Images must be stored securely and never on personal devices.
5. Parents and Visitors
- Mobile phones and smartwatches must not be used on nursery premises.
- Calls should be taken outside the EYFS area.
- Photography or recording is prohibited without explicit permission.
6. Safeguarding and Reporting
- All staff must complete regular safeguarding and online safety training.
- Any breaches or concerns must be reported to the Designated Safeguarding Lead (DSL).
- Staff must follow the whistleblowing policy for serious concerns.
7. Policy Review
This policy will be reviewed annually or sooner if required by changes in legislation or best practice guidance.
